Eugene Ionesco Acting Workshops

Sinaia-Burghausen (3-31 July 2009)

As of JULY 2009, the UNESCO Chair-ITI will be launching A NEW INTERNATIONAL PROGRAMME in Sinaia, after the “decentralization” of its activities according to geographical and cultural regions and after 10 successful years of the Sinaia International Workshops of Theatre Schools (1998-2007).
The OBJECTIVES of the new Sinaia Workshops for 2009 will focus mainly on the “TRAINING OF TRAINERS” (young teaching staff from theatre schools worldwide), as well as on postgraduate students and students of theatre in their last year of studies.
This new international programme will FOCUS on individual work of actors with well-known dramatic characters from world dramaturgy.
The dramatic author chosen for this first edition of the Sinaia Workshops in their newly inv4ented form, is EUGENE IONESCO, in consideration of the fact that UNESCO celebrates the Eugene Ionesco Centenary in 2009.
The UNESCO Chair-ITI has decided on the following of Eugene Ionesco’s PLAYS: “Rhinoceros”, “The Lesson”, “The Chairs”, ”The Bald Soprano”,  “Frenzy for Two or More”, “Victims of Duty”, ”The Killer”  (all these plays have been translated in English). The participants in this programme will be divided in two working groups: A-Female characters & B-Male characters.

The GUEST PROFESSORS that will be working with the participants within this programme, will be selected from the best theater schools in the world and from all continents (New Zealand, USA, Germany, Bulgaria, Greece and Romania), thus adding to the cultural and professional diversity of the whole programme. 

The PARTICIPANTS in the new Sinaia Acting Workshops will be involved in: 120 hours of work on characters, 45 hours of text analysis and theoretical courses, 8 hours of attending guest theatre performances, 54 hours of work on the construction of certain scenes from the chosen Eugene Ionesco plays.
ROMANIA AND GERMANY are the countries that will be hosting the two parts of the new UNESCO CHir-ITI Acting Workshops. The two parts of the Workshops will be carried on as follows:  the 1st part in SINAIA (Romania) in the interval 3-17 July 2009 and the 2nd part in BURGHAUSEN (Germany) in the interval 20-31 July 2009.

The NOVELTY of this acting workshop programme is the conjoining of a cultural and tourist programme, in between Sinaia and Burghausen. The participants will be offered a vast European tourist programme in the following cities:  Bucharest (Romania), Budapest (Hungary), Bratislava (Slovakia), Vienna & Salzburg (Austria) and Munchen (Germany).

The TRAVEL ARRANGEMENTS (we recommend Lufthansa airlines) are to be made as follows: ARRIVAL on July 3rd 2009, in Bucharest (Romania) and DEPARTURE on July 31st 2009 from Munchen (Germany).

The FINANCIAL CONDITIONS are as follows:  2850 Euro / participant total sum which includes: ACCOMMODATION (x 28 nights), MEALS (28 days x breakfast and dinner), INTERNATIONAL TRANSPORTATION on the route: Sinaia-Budapest-Bratislava-Vienna-Salzburg-Munchen-Burghausen, as well as the PARTICIPATION FEE for the 120 workshop hours (work on characters), the 45 hours for theoretical classes and text analysis, the 54 hours for work on scene construction and 8 hours of theatre performances. (The international transportation will be in the charge of the participants within the above mentioned time frame: arrival in Bucharest on July 3rd 2009 and departure from Munchen on July 31st 2009).

The DIPLOMAS for participation in this programme will be granted by the UNESCO Chair-ITI. The participants are invited to disseminate the information and experience acquired in Sinaia and Burghausen back in the theater schools they represent. 

We are looking forward to your joining in this new international programme of the UNEDSCO Chair-ITI, with the firm belief that each participation is in fact a firm investment in the professional development and advancement of your school’s young teaching staff and postgraduate students.
